The Caribbean Festival - festival camping is a
big fraternizing community: fo safeguard the
great atmosphere, every year it is necessary fo
have some rules. The following are some guideli-
nes, recommendations and some of the things

A The entrance to the festival camping is only permitted to those persons
in the possession of a valid festival ticket.Those who are unable to show
a festival ticket at the entrance of the camping will be refused entry.

A Tickets for the festival itself can be purchased at presale or during the
days of the festival at the entrance,tickets bought at the entrance are
more expensive than those bought at presale.

A Admission to the camping: (price p.p.) if you arrive on thursday until mid-
night: 25 euro, if you arrive on friday until midnight: 15 euro and if you arri-
ve on saturday: 5 euro (caravans, mobile homes and big vehicles included).
An admission ticket to the camping can only be purchased on the spot, at
arrival on the camping. A bracelet will serve as pass and has to be carried
for the duration of the festival. Children start paying at the age of 12.

A The admission ticket to the camping gives right to the following facilities:

- Free toilets

- Round the clock security and fire brigade

- Round the clock Red Cross medical post

- Shower facilities at a charge

- Free drinking water

- Big festival tent with drinks, breakfast service at very reasonable prices

- Eat stands with warm meals for later on during the day

- Free concerts in the camping tent on Thursday evening, Friday
and Saturday afternoon

- lllumination on the big access roads to the camping

- Admission on Saturday to the festival market at the entrance of the
actual festival grounds, at only 100 metres of the camping

A What we DO NOT have?
- Electricity for the campers in caravans,mobile homes
- Mobile homes, tents, caravans for hire

A What you are not allowed to bring to the camping?
- Generators, absolutely prohibited; usage will be severely controlled and
sanctioned
- Big pet animals, dogs
- Big quantities of food, destined for sale
- Gas cylinders for cooking or warming up (controlled by the fire briga-
delll)

A Please allow everybody to have their night's rest or even better, their
sleep! Do not make music before 12 o' clock noon. Big sound systems or
music that is too loud are not permitted, music can be heard almost
everywhere, please do not try to drown it out.

Rubbish

- Everybody will receive a grey plastic trash bag upon arrival to collect his
or her garbage. Deposit it afterwards in the big garbage containers that
are situated all over the field

- Do not put burning embers in that trash bag or in the garbage contai-
ner!

- Please clean your spot when you leave, who knows this will be your
same space next year.

- Additional trash bags can be obtained in the camping tent.

APlease keep all the main access roads and the side roads free,do not park
on or near these roads. This is very important for the emergency services.

ASale of drinks and food is strictly prohibited, violators will be
removed from the site. Rigorous inspection by security.

AOpen fire is not allowed

- Barbecues are permitted (DO THIS IN A SAFE MANNER!!!)
- Gas cylinders are not allowed
- Small burners and gas canisters are permitted

ALimit the circulation of traffic! Once you have arrived on the camping site,
we advice the campers to stay there and not to leave the camping by car.
